• 1. The pattern [Clause 1 ~ 어서/아서 + clause 2] is used to give a cause 
or reason for the event described in clause 2.  Because [Clause 1  
~어서/아서] expresses a reason or a cause, it is often used in response 
to the question  왜 ‘why’, as in examples (1) and (2).

• 2. Note that there is a close temporal relation between the two events 
in example (3).  That is, the event in clause 2 (taking some Tylenol) 
cannot take place before the event in clause 1 (having a headache).

• 3. The choice between ~ 어서 and ~ 아서 is determined by the same 
principle that determines the choice between ~어요 and ~ 아요 as in 
the table provided below.

• 4. In example (3), ~ 어서/아서 in the first clause never takes a tense 
marker.  For example, unlike English, the past-tense suffix cannot occur 
in 머리가아파서 (Clause 1) even though the tense of the main clause 
(Clause 2) is past, as in 타이레놀을먹었어요.

• 5. The main clause (Clause 2) may be omitted if the context makes 
clear to the listener what is omitted.  The polite ending ~ 요 should be 
attached to maintain the polite speech level. 

❑ A: 왜한국어를배우세요?  Why are you studying Korean?

B: 한국에가고싶어서요.  Because I want to go to Korea.

• ‘못’ is used as a negative 
expression and indicates that the 
subject is unable to act or that 
there are external reasons for 
the inability. 
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Difference in 
Nuance You 

Should Keep in 
Mind

• It’s important to understand 
the slight difference in 
nuance between 안 / –지
않다 and 못 / –지못하다. 

• In English, you might say “I’m 
sorry I didn’t call you 
yesterday”ㅡand no one 
would be offended. 
However, the forms 안 / -지
않다 imply ‘choose not to’ in 
Korean. 
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Difference in Nuance You 
Should Keep in Mind

• In other words, if you say 어제
전화안해서미안해 / 어제전화
하지않아서미안해 to a friend, 
you are saying ‘I chose not to 
call you yesterday.’ 

• The better phrase is 어제
전화못해서미안해 / 어제전화
하지못해서미안해. (I’m sorry 
I couldn’t call you yesterday.)
