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New Expressions

• 1. 얼마 ‘how much’, when used with 동안 ‘during’ as in 얼마동안, 
means ‘for how long’.  동안 in 일년동안 ‘for one year’ and 여름방학
동안 ‘during the summer break’ indicates a duration or period of time. 
동안 can be omitted in some contexts, as in 한국어를일년 (동안) 
배웠습니다 ‘I studies Korean for one year’.

• 2. A: 전공이뭐예요?/뭐전공하세요?    What is your major?

B: 심리학 (전공)이에요./ 심리학을전공해요.  I major in psychology. 

• 3. The verb 뵙다 in 내일뵙겠습니다. ‘I will see you tomorrow’ is 
humble form of the verb 보다 ‘to see’

• 1. The main function of ~ (으) ㄴ데/는데 is to provide background 
information about the situation in the main clause.  The pattern ~ 
(으)ㄴ데/ 는데 can be used in the following contexts:

❑a: to give common background information to be shared between a 
speaker and a listener (examples (1) and (2));

❑b: to contrast two clauses (example (3));

❑c: to justify a request or proposal (example (4)).

someone shows signs of wanting.)

❑저는컴퓨터를사고싶어요.               I want to buy a computer. 

소피아도컴퓨터를사고싶어해요. Sophia also wants to buy a computer.

• 1. The ending ~ (으) ㄴ데요./는데요 is an extended usage of the 
clausal connective ~ (으)ㄴ데/는데.  By using ~ (으)ㄴ데요/는데요, 
the speaker presents background information and lets the listener 
figure out what to do. Thus, it may be used as an expression of 
politeness.  For example, in (1) above speaker B uses 안계시는데요
to respond instead of 안계세요, so that speaker A can figure out 
what to do next.  “Would you like to leave a message?” or “Can I do 
anything for you?” is implied.

Compare the use of ~ 어요/아요 and of ~ (으) ㄴ데요/는데요 in the 
following telephone dialogue:

• A: 마크씨집에있어요?   Is Mark home?

• B: a. 지금없어요.    He is not at home. (direct/assertive)

b. 지금없는데요.   

He is not at home. (Is there anything I can do for you? (indirect)

• 2. The ~ (으)ㄴ데요/는데요 form is also used to deal with delicate 
situations such as disagreement, denial, and rejection.  For instance, 
speaker B in (2) above avoids a direct rejection by conveying his 
situation implicitly.  The ~ (으)ㄴ데요/는데요 form allows speakers to 
avoid explicitly stating their intentions.
