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New Expressions

•따르릉따르릉 is an onomatopoeic expression denoting the telephone 
ring.

•여보세요 ‘hello’ (for telephone) comes from 여기보세요 ‘look here’

•실례하지만누구세요? ‘excuse me, but who is this?’ 실례지만 ‘excuse 
me, but’ can precede a question to express courtesy.  Note that ‘excuse 
me’ is 실례합니다.

❑저어, 실례지만지금몇시예요?
❑저어, 실례지만말씀좀묻겠습니다.  
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New Expressions

• Both지금 and 이제 (이젠) indicate the present moment of speech and 
can be translated as ‘now’.  However, the two expressions refer to the 
present moment in two different senses.  이제 involves a change in 
situation from the previous moments, whereas 지금 simply indicates the 
present moment without relating it to any other time. 

•몸조리잘하세요 ‘Please take good care of yourself’ is an idiomatic 
expression addressed to someone who is ill.  몸 is ‘body’ and 조리 is 
‘care of health, recuperation’.  
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New Expressions

• 1. 주다 as a main verb means ‘to give’, as in the following examples:

❑마이클이리사한테꽃을주었어요.

❑선생님이저한테사전을주셨어요.

The recipient is marked with the particle 한테 or 에게.

• 2. As an auxiliary verb,주다 is used in the construction of [verb stem + 
~ 어/아주다] which means ‘to do something for someone’.  Compare 
two sentences below:

❑(a) 스티브가책을읽었어요.

❑(b) 스티브가동생한테책을읽어주었어요. 

Sentence (a) simply means that Steve read a book, but (b) means that  

Steve read a book to someone else.

[Verb stem + ~ 어/아주다] takes the following forms:

❑사주다 to buy for someone’s benefit
❑읽어주다 to read for someone’s benefit

❑빌려주다 to lend for someone’s benefit

❑도와주다 to help for someone’s benefit

* 빌려주다 ‘to lend‘ (c.f. 빌리다 ‘to borrow’)

• 3. ~ 어/아주세요 is also used when requesting something in which 
the benefit is for the speaker: “Please do …… for me.”

❑ a. 책을읽으세요. Read the book. 

❑ b. 책을 (저한테) 읽어주세요.   Please read the book (for me).

Both ~ 어/아주세요 and ~ (으)세요 can be used in making requests or 
commands.  However, they differ in degree of politeness ~ 어/아주세요
is much more polite than ~ (으)세요.  Sentence (a) simply imposes some
action on the listener, whereas (b) indicates that the speaker is making
the request for his/her own benefit.  When you are asking to speak to 
someone on the phone, ______ 씨좀바꾸세요 is not appropriate.  
Instead, use ______ 씨좀바꿔주세요.

• 4. ~ 어/아주셔서감사합니다 is used to express gratitude.  The 
adverb 대단히 ‘very much’ can be added.  감사합니다 can be 
replaced with 고맙습니다

❑생일파티에와주셔서감사합니다/고맙습니다. 
Thank you for coming to my birthday party.

❑한국어를가르쳐주셔서감사합니다/고맙습니다. 
Thank you for teaching me Korean.

• (1) 매일운동해야돼요.   (We/I) have to exercise every day. 

• (2) 내일아침교수님하고약속이있어요.   

I have an appointment with my professor tomorrow morning.

• 1. ~ 어/아야되다 and its alternative form ~ 어/아야하다 express 
the idea of obligation or necessity.  ~ 어/아야하다 sounds slightly 
more formal than ~ 어/아야되다.

❑학생은열심히공부해야돼요.  
Student must study hard. (Colloquial)

❑학생은열심히공부해야해요.
Students must study hard. (Slightly formal)

• 2. ~ 어/아야되다 and ~ 어/아야하다 occur in the following forms:

❑좋다 좋아야돼요/해요 have to be good  
❑가다 가야돼요/해요 have to go

❑먹다 먹어야돼요/해요 have to eat

❑모자를쓰다 모자를써야돼요/해요 have to wear a hat

❑조용하다 조용해야돼요/해요 have to be quiet

❑학생이다 학생이어야돼요/해요 have to be a student

• The sentence ending ~ (으)ㄹ게요

• Examples

• (1) A: 전화왔는데제가받을까요?    

The telephone is ringing; shall I answer it? 

B: 괜찮아요.  제가받을게요.  It’s all right. I will answer it.

• (2) A: 지금시간있으세요?              Do you have time now?

B: 지금좀바쁜대요.                   I’m a little busy now.

A: 그럼, 이따가다시올게요.   Then I will come again later. 
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Grammar : 문법

• Notes

• 1. The sentence ending ~ (으)ㄹ게요 expresses the speaker’s 
willingness, assurance, or promise to do something for the listener’s 
sake.  This form can be used only in statements, not in questions.  The 
subject must be in the first person.

• 2. Compare ~ (으)ㄹ게요 and ~ (으)ㄹ래요.  Neither ~ (으)ㄹ게요
nor ~ (으)ㄹ래요 allows a third person to be the subject of the 
sentence.  Unlike ~ (으)ㄹ게요, ~ (으)ㄹ래요 can be used in 
questions, in which case the listener’s is being asked.

• 3. While ~ (으)ㄹ게요 denotes willingness, assurance, or promise, ~ 
(으)ㄹ래요 denotes intention and assertion.  Compare these examples: 

[교실에서]

❑선생님: 누가책을읽을래요?       Who will read the book?

❑스티브: 제가읽을게요.                  I will read it. (volunteering)

❑마크: 아니에요, 제가읽을래요.   No, I will read it. (asserting)

[식당에서] 

❑A: 뭐드시겠어요?                What would you like to eat?

❑B: 저는갈비먹을게요.       I will have Kalbi. (modest, guest-like)

❑C: 저는불고기먹을래요.   I will have Pulgogi. (asserting)
